
Petition regarding Bill C-4 on human smuggling
Petition to the Government of Canada
We, the undersigned citizens and residents of Canada draw the attention of the Government of Canada to the following:

THAT Bill C-4, the Preventing Human Smugglers from Abusing Canada's Immigration System Act violates sections 7 and 15 of the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms.
THAT Bill C-4, the Preventing Human Smugglers from Abusing Canada's Immigration System Act, violates Canada’s international obligations as set forth in articles 28, 31 and 33 of the Convention relating to the Status of Refugees, articles 17, 23(1) and (2), and 24(1) of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, article 10(1) of the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights and articles 9(1) and 10(1) of the Convention on the Rights of the Child.
THAT smuggling is already punishable by life imprisonment or a fine of up to one million dollars in the Immigration and Refugee Protection Act.
THEREFORE, your petitioners call upon the Government of Canada to:

Withdraw Bill C-4, the Preventing Human Smugglers from Abusing Canada's Immigration System Act.
