When refugee and immigrant youth lose their permanent resident card or have incorrect information on their card (and in consequence on other documents), they are often denied access to services and resources crucial to functioning within Canadian society. 





Some have not been able to register for school or apply for education funding due to lack of proper identification documents, while others have not been able to set up banking and living accommodations. This situation has led many youth to become transient and resort to crime or other risky behaviors as a means of survival.
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
