Sample Workshop Outline

By Action Team, Vancouver
· 500pm – start, music, mingling/eating, hand out nametags + coloured dots 

· 530pm –MC  welcomes people, introduces the night, describes Action Team
· 545pm – icebreaker  game that relates with the movie  

· 600pm – explanation about the point of the icebreaker, introduction into the background of immigrant/refugee myth issues 

· 615pm – show movie!

· 630pm – group discussions (divide audience into groups of about 5-10 people according to coloured dots, Action Team facilitators should give each group a different question, Action Team facilitator should take notes and time the discussion)

· 650 pm – larger group discussion (facilitators report what each groups’ findings were and we have a general group discussion based on these discussions)

· 710pm – closing (wrapping up speech, crew – actors/editors/producers/directors, thank you’s + gifts/certificates/honorariums )
· 720pm – food + dismissal 

After watching the short film, we divided the audience into 4 groups and each group had a facilitator to ask the following questions about the film:

1. The title of the movie is “1+1=English?” Why do you think we chose this name?

2. What are some of the myths about immigrants and refugees that you saw portrayed in the movie?

3. Use examples from the movie to show how myth #1 (“ESL students are stupid) was shown to be incorrect.

4. Use examples from the movie to show how myth #2 (“Immigrants /refugees take away our jobs) was shown to be incorrect.

5. Use examples from the movie to show how peer pressure reinforces myth #1 (“ESL students are stupid.”).

6. Discuss the importance of the teacher’s role in the movie.
