Generally:


was promised a better job, but is not doing the job that was promised


presence of violence or threats of violence


threats of being handed over to immigration or police.


Not free to leave the place of work or where she is living or find a better job.


Is accompanied by someone who speaks for her.


Is under perception that they are bonded by debt (e.g. recruitment fees, transportation)


Works long hours with few or any days off


does not get paid normal wages, or does not get paid at all


No choice about hours of work


Does not have access to personal identity documents such as passport.


Forced to lie


Dependance on exploiters (e.g. for transportation, accommodation, and food)


Has injuries that appear to be the result of the assault


employer has no record


deprived of food, health care or other social safety nets.


May have tattoos indicating ownership


No cash of their own: money controlled by another

What is sexual exploitation?


Poverty, racism, gender-based discrimination, addictions, and a personal story of sexual and physical violence are all factors that can make women and children vulnerable to traffickers. 





Some are abducted and sold, some are deceived into consenting by the promise of a better life or a better job, and some feel that entrusting themselves to traffickers is the only economically viable option. 





Some are lured by a false promise of love, protection and adventure, either with ‘pretend’ boyfriends or making connections using online social media. 





Some feel there is no escape because of addictions, stigma and lack of social supports. 





Fear is exploited by captors. 





Trafficking is unique because it requires three steps: recruitment, movement and exploitation
